attorneys will represent the Defenders of Wildlife, Save the Manatee Club
and Center for Biological Diversity which filed a notice that they were also
suing the EPA. They want Fish & Wildlife Service to re-assess water qual-
ity standards due to the deaths of over 1,000 manatees in Florida, with the
majority in the IRL

From my point of view, anything to keep the plight of the IRL and its
inhabitants, like the number of manatees we’ve lost should be supported.
We have probably passed the Indian River Lagoon’s tipping point, and what
we are currently spending to fix the lagoon will probably not even keep up
with the sheer number of developments being approved by the county and
Brevard’s cities. It will probably take 50 to 60 years to bring the IRL back
to what should be considered normal, and will probably take longer with the
way the cities and county seem to be wanting to pave over all our greenspace
to build up their tax base.

Howard Simon, Ph.D., president of Clean
Okeechobee Waters Foundation and a board
member of Calusa Waterkeeper wrote an inter-

esting commentary in the January 12, 2022 Palm
Beach Post. He states after years of monitoring,
the Florida Department of Environmental Protec-
tion have determined that almost 9,000 miles of
streams and rivers designated for recreation are
contaminated by fecal bacteria. Fecal bacteria
contamination can cause diarrhea, nausea, rashes
and eye irritation. This can come from leaks from
sewage plants, poorly functioning septic plants,
animal waste runoff from fields or untreated
stormwater.

Sen. Lori Berman of Delray Beach and Rep.
Yvonne Hayes Hinson of Gainesville have intro-
duced the “Safe Waterways Act” with Senate Bill
604 and House Bill 393. The proposed bills re-
quires the Florida Department of Health (FDOH)
to issue health advisories and to have county

health departments post and maintain warning
notices at “public bathing places” that are used for
swimming or recreational activities. The proposal
also requires FDOH to notify a municipality or
county if elevated bacteria levels are issued within
the municipality’s or county’s jurisdiction. The
department would maintain signage until water
quality standards are met.

County staff gave a presentation to the Town of
Malabar regarding the Malabar Scrub Sanctuary,
consistent with the Board of County Commis-
sioner’s previous direction to engage the public
and interested groups. The Town of Malabar City
Council responded in a manner that requires this
Board’s immediate attention. For instance, the
Council indicated that if this Board doesn’t acqui-
esce to its demands, they will make it as “painful,
difficult and expensive as possible on the County
for it to carry out its restoration function. As such,
it is requested that the Board discuss its options
to ensure that the County is able to perform its
functions effectively.”

I did find out that the Town of Malabar has a
Mountain Bike Club and that club and the town
of Malabar seem to be using the Environmentally
Endangered Lands (EEL) Sanctuary as more of a
recreational park than an EEL property for which
it was purchased. What the town doesn’t seem to
understand is that when the EEL resolution was
passed in 1990, the resolution set up a shared
agreement between Brevard County and the state
of Florida. Some properties are owned by Brevard,
but not the Malabar Scrub Sanctuary along with
many other EEL properties in Brevard County.

According to the EEL Program http://www.
brevardfl.gov/EELProgram/home: “The Environ-
mentally Endangered Lands (EEL) Program was
established in 1990 to protect the natural habitats
of Brevard County by acquiring environmentally
sensitive lands for conservation, passive recre-
ation, and environmental education.

This was made possible by citizens who voted
to tax themselves for the acquisition and mainte-
nance of Brevard’s natural areas. Residents reaf-

firmed the EEL Program in 2004 under a second
referendum to protect the natural habitats within
Brevard County by the acquisition of environ-
mentally sensitive lands through a willing seller
program for the purpose of conservation, passive
recreation and environmental education.

To stretch these funds as far as possible, the
EEL Program forms partnerships with federal,
state and local agencies that are committed to the
protection of natural resources and our long-term
quality of life. EEL sanctuaries are managed to
preserve native habitats and the plants and animals
that live there.

Malabar Scrub was specifically purchased for
protection of the Scrub Jay, is owned by the state
and managed by a Board of Trustees (the Governor
and Cabinet). Through the partnership made with
Brevard County, the county was given a 50-year
lease to manage the EEL plan that was put forward
by the Board of Trustees. Since this is the case,
the town of Malabar’s objection should be passed
on to the Board of Trustees, where the state would
make the decision on how to move forward, not
Brevard County. The state has justification to take
legal action for any actions that are not complying
with state law.

The town of Malabar and everyone else needs
to remember the EEL program’s primary respon-
sibility is to the Endangered Species the land was
acquired to protect. The Malabar Scrub and many
other properties are owned by the state, and those
properties the county was partnered to manage,
and any decisions are up to the management board
which oversees the properties.

There are many public meetings before this
Malabar Scrub issue can be resolved. I’'m told
if the Town of Malabar does not issue permits

Blocking Mail Boxes

I found out this week that there are no federal or state laws that prevent
anyone from parking in front of and blocking your mail box. My mail and my
neighbors were missed one day when a tradesman blocked our mailboxes. I
know, at least in PSJ, a lot of mailboxes are grouped 3 or 4 together. What hap-
pens if this repeatedly happens? The Brevard County Sheriff’s Department said
there is nothing they can do, as there is no law for them to act on. He said the
solution is basically to ask for good will.

I found out some post offices have a policy of skipping delivery to any mail-
boxes when they are blocked by a car or other obstruction. Carriers are told to
bring the mail back and mark it as “box blocked” or something similar and try
again the following day. However, Postal Operations Manual 632.14 states:
“The customer is responsible for keeping the approach to his or her mailbox
clear to facilitate delivery. Where the approach to the mail receptacle located

Monthly Tax Update

This month I want to provide you with some
action being taken to discuss the issues with the
Internal Revenue Service Center (IRS). To begin
with, I found this article from my association
National Society of Tax Preparers (NSTP). These
are excerpts from their report. The Taxpayer Ad-
vocate, Erin M. Collins, released her 2021 Annual
Report to Congress, calling calendar year 2021.

In the report, this year has been the most chal-
lenging year taxpayers and tax professionals have
ever experienced. Tens of millions of taxpayers
experienced delays in the processing of their re-
turns, and approximately 77 percent of individual
taxpayers receiving refunds had processing delays
translating into refund delays.

The report credits the Internal Revenue Service
for performing well under difficult circumstances.
Since the start of the pandemic, the IRS, in ad-
dition to its traditional work, has implemented
significant programs enacted by Congress. Among
other things, it issued 478 million stimulus pay-
ments (referred to as Economic Impact Payments
or “EIPs”) totaling $812 billion and sent Advance
Child Tax Credit (AdvCTC) payments to over 36
million families totaling over $93 billion. The
report says the imbalance between the IRS’s work-
load and its resources has never been greater. Since
fiscal year 2010, the IRS’s workforce has shrunk
by approximately 17 percent while its workload,
as measured by the number of individual return
filings, has increased by approximately 19 percent.
The National Taxpayer Advocate’s longstanding
recommendation reiterated Congress needs to
provide the IRS with sufficient funding to serve
taxpayers well. There isn’t any way to sugarcoat
the year 2021 in tax administration resulting in
substantial taxpayer problems.

Furthermore, she is deeply concerned with
the upcoming filing season. She acknowledged
paper is the IRS’s kryptonite and the agency is
still buried in it. As of late December, the IRS had
backlogs of over 6 million unprocessed original
individual returns (Forms 1040), over 2.3 million
unprocessed amended individual returns (Forms
1040-X), more than 2 million unprocessed em-
ployer’s quarterly tax returns (Forms 941 and
941-X), and about 5 million pieces of taxpayer
correspondence, with some of these submissions
dating back at least to April, and many taxpayers
are still waiting for their refunds.

This has resulted in tax professional organiza-

tions, including the NSTP, to send a joint letter to
the IRS calling for the agency to take actions to
reduce the burden on taxpayers from the agency’s
extreme backlog in processing tax returns and
dealing with correspondence. The letter begins
by noting the impact the COVID-19 pandemic
has had on the IRS, taxpayers and tax profession-
als: The Coronavirus Disease 2019 pandemic,
(commonly known as “Coronavirus”), has cre-
ated unforeseen and long-lasting difficulties for
the Internal Revenue Service, taxpayers and tax
professionals alike. As we start a third tax filing
season under a new variant of the Coronavirus,
the Department of the Treasury (“Treasury’) and
the IRS “are under no illusions that it's going to
go smoothly.”

The letter points out specific backlogs the
IRS is facing that create issues for taxpayers and
tax professionals: Currently, the IRS still has an
unprecedented number of unprocessed returns in
comparison to years before the pandemic. Con-
sequently, the IRS sends numerous mistargeted
notices, liens and levies. Additionally, the IRS is
only answering about 9 percent of all calls and
near 3 percent of calls pertaining to individual
income tax returns, which prevents taxpayers
from resolving these straightforward issues. It also
reflects the IRS has not taken sufficient action to
relieve the burdens associated with these issues.

It is understood IRS recognizes it is frustrating
for all, including the IRS, and they are unable to
deliver the amount of service and enforcement
our taxpayers and tax system deserves and needs.
Additionally, they have not taken meaningful mea-
sures to reduce unnecessary burdens during this
upcoming tax filing season. They have requested
the agency to reduce the need for taxpayers and
tax professionals to communicate with the IRS
due to the persistent and erroneous notices. They
should discontinue automated compliance actions
until the IRS is prepared to devote the necessary
resources for a proper and timely resolution of the
matter; align requests for account holds with the
time it takes the IRS to process any penalty abate-
ment requests; offer a reasonable cause penalty
waiver, similar to the procedures of first time abate
(FTA) administrative waiver, without affecting the
taxpayer's eligibility for FTA in future tax years;
and provide taxpayers with targeted relief from
both the underpayment of estimated tax penalty
and the late payment penalty for the 2020 and
2021 tax years.

Not really sure what will come from this in-
formation, but we can hope relief, for you and us,
will follow in short order.

I’'m still doing my best to find ways for families to safely enjoy an
afternoon out of the house and discover various areas of our little piece
of paradise. To those of us already effected by these terrible illnesses,
please know you’re not alone. Prayers are being sent for you.

If you ever wondered what was at the end of Wickham road... OK,
so only a few of us ever have and fewer still have actually driven it.
But doing so is certain to make you glad that you took this particular
short trip.

The constructed treatment wetland system belongs to Brevard County
Utility Services and they have done a great job of making something
enjoyable out of an everyday necessity. It is my understanding that
treated water is released to finish filtering through a series of lakes and
wetlands, making a haven for many water-loving wildlife creatures.

Everyone from hard core birders, professional and amateur photog-
raphers, eco-tourists and just plain wanderers like my co-traveler and I
can spend hours enjoying some of the best Florida has to offer.

Named to honor a long time Brevard County employee who worked
at the adjacent facility, the wetlands encompass 200 acres including
several small lakes and a large one in the middle.

The wetlands were selected as the site for this project funded by
the sale of Florida Wildflower license plates due to their unique setting
and popularity as a birding and eco-tourism destination. It is included
in the Great Florida Birding Trail. The entire wetlands central lake pe-
rimeter, approximately one mile of shoreline, was seeded with Florida
wildflower species.

We visited in early December and were treated to the fall flora and
fauna color changes only visible in our beloved Sunshine State. There
are roads and pathways going all the way around the perimeter and
intersecting in all four quadrants, each with it’s own kind of beauty.

There is an informational kiosk at the entrance. Please take a mo-
ment to stop and read, perhaps taking a pamphlet that has the map or
memorizing it so you can follow the pathways to avoid becoming lost,
taking a wrong turn and having to try to follow a couple of young, thin
joggers. You may want to take a moment also to try to stop the giggles
incurred at the thought of us two slightly older, slightly ‘thicker’ lost
souls actually keeping up with, (seriously?), or at least finding those

young runners.

Thousands of Black-Eyed Susans, Daisies, Cat-Tails and many more flower-
ing plants and bushes I know by sight, but never learned the names, wave in the
breeze from the shore of the lakes as you pass.

Visiting in the middle of the day, we didn’t expect to see much wildlife, but
a couple of alligators kept their eyes on us as we neared the gazebo, a racoon
scurried into the bushes and something larger made it’s way through the reeds
as we circled the large lake.

We spotted two sets of Sand Hill Cranes. I'm hoping that means they are
nesting there. Several different kinds of doves, a hawk circling overhead, and
ducks swimming under the gazebo made us aware we had to keep our eyes open.

The butterfly garden had just about gone to seed, but I can imagine how great
it must be in the Spring.

There are several places for picnicking, grassy areas that beg for kites, foot
races, a game of tag or anything that comes to young energetic minds.

They do ask that you obey the few rules...Do not feed or approach alliga-
tors - if there is a question about this, ask any Floridian - or other wildlife. No
swimming or wading (again, ask a Floridian.) No fishing or hunting. Pets are
allowed but must stay on the leash. No motorized vehicles.

Once again please take only great memories and pictures-leave only footprints.

And most of all, HAVE FUN!

What You Need to Know
About Stomach Cancer

New treatment options are giving hope to pa-
tients with stomach cancer, an abnormal growth
of cells that can affect any part of the stomach,
but typically forms in the main part. Also known
as gastric cancer, the disease is the world's sixth
most common cancer with 1.09 million new cas-
es in 2020, according to the World Health Orga-
nization.

nosed with gastric cancer that there is hope," said
Dr. Mohamad Sonbol, a cancer specialist at the
Mayo Clinic in Phoenix. "We now have many
more treatment options than before," he said in a
clinic news release.

When the cancer hasn't spread, surgery is
among them. It is the only curative approach for
patients with localized or locally advanced stom-
ach cancer. Other treatments, such as systemic
therapy and radiation, increase the chances of a
cure and lower the risk of the cancer returning.

Some immunotherapeutics are standard care
for stomach cancer and some are in current stud-
ies. Among the new options for treating stom-
ach cancer that has spread to other parts of the
body is a regimen that combines chemotherapy
with nivolumab, an immunotherapeutic drug. An
option for patients with HER2-positive stomach
cancer that has spread is fam-trastuzumab derux-
tecan-nxki, which is administered by infusion.

Mayo Clinic describes chemotherapy as kill-
ing cells all over the body and immunotherapy
as waking up the immune system to fight the
cancer. While chemo works for a while and then
stops, when immunotherapy works, it is usually
for a longer time. Experts determine which regi-
men to choose based on different targets on the
cancer cells.

Doctors typically diagnose the disease through
endoscopy, in which the digestive tract is exam-
ined using a flexible tube with a light and camera
attached to it. If it detects stomach cancer, they
can use CT and PET scans to glean more infor-
mation, according to Mayo Clinic specialists.

Screening for stomach cancer is not recom-
mended for most Americans. It can, however, be
used for those at higher risk. They include people
who are obese, tobacco and alcohol users and
those with a family history of cancer.
