U.S. EPA vs. Florida DEP

On December 1st, the U.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) notifi ed Florida’s De-
partment of Environmental Protection (FDEP)
that they have to do a better job of protecting its 
citizens for water quality pollution, especially 
those who eat fi sh. According to a 2016 report by 
the Florida Department of Agriculture, Florida 
is 11th among the states for producing seafood 
production, which harvests 87 million pounds 
valued at $237 million a year. The letter stated 
Florida’s current criteria for 40 toxic pollutants 
doesn’t follow requirements of the Clean Water 
Act, Florida’s use of outdated science, and Florida 
must protect its citizens from adverse health ef-
fects if they consume contaminated fi sh. EPA 
stated they would take over protections if Florida 
doesn’t update their water pollution standards. 

In an article explaining the EPA letter, DEP's 
Alexandra Kuchta stated Florida knew that they 
needed to update their water standards, and they 
look forward to working with EPA to update the 
state’s Human Health Criteria for human con-

sumption. Florida has a history of not meeting 
federal standards for human consumption, as the 
1992 updates Florida completed were tabled by 
EPA’s Environmental Regulation Committee due 
to questions concerning human consumption data 
used to calculate those standard limits. In 2016, 
they decided to update some of their criteria, but 
over half of the chemicals didn’t meet the Federal 
Clean Water Act requirements. Regulators passed 
those substandard limits, but those were with-
drawn after an American Indian Tribe challenged 
the updated limits, so Florida left the older 1992 
updates in place.

In 2015 Florida joined Alabama, Georgia, 
Kansas, Kentucky, South Carolina, Utah and West 
Virginia in a lawsuit challenging the creation of 
the EPA Waters Act, saying the state decides water 
rules within a state, not the federal government. 
President Trump decided not to defend the federal 
rules, which left Florida in control of their im-
paired waters, which have since degraded further. 

Florida and every county have “all powers of 
self-government not inconsistent with general 
law.” Our Florida Constitution has protections 
for our natural resources in Article ii, Section 7a: 

It shall be the policy of the state to conserve and 
protect its natural resources and scenic beauty. 
Adequate provision shall be made by law for the 
abatement of air and water pollution and of exces-
sive and unnecessary noise and for the conserva-
tion and protection of natural resources. Florida 
State Statute 376 goes further by stating “Pollution 
of waters and lands of the state is prohibited.—The 
discharge of pollutants into or upon any coastal 
waters, estuaries, tidal fl ats, beaches and lands 
adjoining the seacoast of the state in the manner 
defi ned by ss. 376.011-376.21 is prohibited.”

This is a wake-up call for our economy, our 
health and overall quality of life. We already can 
see dead manatees, degraded marine life and the 
Avian Bird Flu that led to a halt to the yearly 
Birding Festival that brought a million tourists 
to Brevard. Our Quality of Life is at stake. This 
should be a non-partisan issue,. We will all lose 
if pollution is allowed to continue. 

Interesting: The US EPA letter to Florida DEP 
was sent on December 1st. Governor DeSantis 
signed an Executive Order in January for $3.5 bil-
lion in which $100 million will go for Everglades 
Restoration water quality & water Supply, plus

$100 million for the Indian River Lagoon. If we 
poison our water, our water will poison us.

Septic Tanks and Sewage Systems
Brevard County and the state of Florida should 

stop permitting new conventional septic systems 
that contribute 400,000 lbs. of nitrogen annually 
to the Indian River Lagoon. Just last year, 900 new 
septic tanks were added in Brevard. Most were 
conventional septic systems that had a low nitro-
gen removal effi  ciency. There are 53,204 homes 
within the Indian River Lagoon’s watershed, and 
most have an estimated 35% nitrogen removal.

It defi es common sense that Brevard citizens 
should continue to pay the self-imposed tax to 
Save the Lagoon, (the 2016 ballot passed in every 
Brevard Precinct), to replace conventional septic 
systems, and at the same time allow builders to in-
stall the same low performing conventional septic 
systems that are not only polluting the lagoon, but 

we are eventually converting to advanced systems 
or connecting the residents to larger sewage plants.

As far as larger sewage plants built by the cit-
ies and county, where they may use treated liquid 
(reclaimed water), semi-solid or solid sewage with 
fecal matter removed, but it all has high quantities 
of nitrogen and phosphorus as a cheap fertilizer 
within golf courses, residential or agricultural ar-
eas. Besides not necessarily being able to control 
whether it ends up in neighboring water bodies, 
there are large amounts of prescription drugs or 
other chemical pollutants that are not tested for or 
ever removed. The only way to ensure it doesn’t 
go into our water would be by using a fi ltered 
incinerator and burn away all the contaminates. 
This is done in Europe and the Gates Foundation

Port St. John Request for Zoning Change

I reported this in December 2022, thinking it 
would be heard in January. It was postponed until 
February. The zoning meeting will be at the Port 
St. John Library on February 8, 2023 at 6 p.m., 
which was changed originally from November 
9th, 2022, due to impacts from Hurricane Nicole. 

Edita Realty (James McKnight) request a 
change of zoning classifi cation from BU-1 to RU-
2-10 (22Z00049) (/Rz /XXXIYBRA 2302548 & 
2302549) (District 1). The properties are on 950 
Avon Street and 960 Avon Street in Port St. John, 
one block east of U.S. 1, and one block south of 
Kings Highway. RU-2-10 zoning classifi cation 
allows for apartments, however, the applicant is 
proposing duplexes which could be considered a 
transition between the commercial to the north 
(the new buildings at the southeast corner of U.S.1 
and Kings Highway). The request is to develop 
two duplexes, one on each lot. The proposed 
RU-2-10 permits multifamily residential uses or 
single-family residences at a density of up to 10 
units per acre on 7,500 square foot lots. Duplexes 
have a minimum fl oor area of 1,150 square feet, 
and 575 square feet per unit. The closest multi-
family zoning is the condominiums across U.S.1.

The two properties are 0.18 acres for 950 Avon 
Street, and 0.22 acres for 960 Avon Street. 960 
Avon Street is mapped as within the Indian River 

Lagoon Nitrogen Reduction Overlay. However, 
both properties are within 0.2 miles of the Indian 
River Lagoon. The package states if adequate 
sewer for the development is not available, then 
the use of an alternative septic system, designed 
to provide at least 65% total nitrogen reduction 
through multi-state treatment processes shall be 
required. 

The package states compatibility between this 
site and existing properties near this development 
depends on:

a.  Whether the proposed uses would have 
lighting, odor noise levels, traffi  c or site activity 
that would signifi cantly diminish the enjoyment 
of safety or quality of life in the existing neigh-
borhood.

b.  Whether the proposed uses would cause 
a material reduction (fi ve per cent or more) in 
the value of existing abutting lands or approved 
development. The package states only a certifi ed 
MAI appraisal can determine if this value has or 
will occur due to the proposed use.

c.  Whether the proposed uses are consistent 
with an emerging or existing pattern on surround-
ing development.

d.  Actual development within the last 3 years.
e.  Approved development, but not yet con-

structed within the last 3 years.

Monthly Tax Update
Here we are again and tax season is under way. 

So far, I have been upfront with providing clients 
with an estimate for their tax preparation fees. And 
as usual, I have already heard comments of dis-
satisfaction as to why we are charging so much: 
Wow! That’s not what I paid last year! I’ll just do 
them myself. Or they just hang up. 

I want to know, when you go to the grocery 
store, do you go up to the manager and provide 
him with a list of your groceries and evaluate if 
you’re going to buy them at that store, and do you 
go to another store and do the same to evaluate 
where you’re going to buy your groceries? When 
you need gas, do you evaluate whether you’re 
going to pay the price or go without? There isn’t 
any negotiating. So, why does everyone think tax 
preparation haggling is appropriate? 

On behalf of all the Enrolled Agents, Certi-
fi ed Public Accountants and attorneys, you need 
to understand what it takes and why a deserving 
reasonable fee is appropriate. Your advisor is a 
well-educated individual and we use the U.S. 
Master Tax Guide (the Guide), the Tax Code and 
many other resource documents when preparing 
a tax return. In 1995, the Guide had 669 pages. In 
2003, the Guide had 768 pages, and now the 2023 
Guide has 944 pages. This is due to all annual 

tax law changes dealing with COVID, retirement 
distributions, depreciation, itemized deductions 
changing to possibly the standard deduction, child 
tax credit, earned income credit, education credits, 
fi ling status, divorce issues, head of household 
fi ling status, health care premium tax credit, and 
gift tax, estate and trust tax returns, corporate 
returns, partnership returns, bit coin, sale of real 
estate, capital gain tax..., and you wonder why our 
charge is what it is. 

The complexity of the law is at hand.  It’s not 
just entering your information on a form, it’s why 
we enter your information on the applicable form, 
and which line(s) is correct to enter your informa-
tion. You are buying knowledge and expertise. 

When someone gives you a fee that is substan-
tially lower than ours, you better ask yourself why. 
Does this preparer have the knowledge needed to 
prepare my tax return, how many tax returns do 
they prepare? How many years of experience do 
they have? Will they be able to represent you in 
audits? How many hours of continuing education 
do they take annually? Will they meet with you 
to permit you a chance to build your trust and 
confi dence having them become your preparer? 

So, when they are upfront and give you their 
estimated $520 tax preparation fee, remember, you 

are buying knowledge, you are buying a valuable 
service, and you are buying trust. When you ask 
them a question, the answer may be saving you 
thousands of dollars or costing you thousands of 
dollars if you get the wrong information. It’s your 
loss, not theirs. So, be careful, don’t risk a reason-
able fee to get the knowledge, value and trust you 
are receiving when the event comes about. 

Be advised, like everywhere else, infl ation is 
pumping up tax prep costs and it’s worth every 
penny for the tax preparer’s knowledge, value 
and trust. 

On a last note, ask your friends, your colleagues 
and your parents for a referral for a tax advisor. 
Meet with them, have your questions ready and 
make sure you’re confi dent they will provide the 
services you feel comfortable in receiving.

New XBB.1.5 COVID Variant: 
What You Should Know

A new variant of the virus that causes CO-
VID-19 is spreading in the U.S., raising concerns 
about a potential wave of infections and reinfec-
tions to start the new year. The XBB.1.5 COVID 
subvariant — nicknamed the “Kraken” variant — 
is representing more and more cases, and experts 
are questioning the variant’s severity as real-world 
data emerges.

The XBB.1.5 variant is a descendent of Omi-
cron and a close relative of the XBB variant that 
spread through Singapore and India this past fall.  
XBB.1.5 is still gaining ground within the United 
States, accounting for at least 43% of sequenced 
cases from the last week, according to estimates 
from the Centers for Disease Control and Preven-
tion (CDC).

The World Health Organization (WHO) said 
in a risk assessment last week that the omicron 
XBB.1.5 variant  doesn’t have any mutations 
that make people sicker compared to previous 
variants, but has referred to it as “one of the most 
antibody-resistant variants.” A December study in 
the journal Cell demonstrated that XBB is better 
at evading immune defenses gained from vac-
cination and prior infection, compared to other 
variants.

 The WHO said it doesn’t have any real-world 
data on how the variant is actually affecting 
people, so the full severity of the variant and its 
symptoms can’t be fully determined. What they 
are saying: Dr. Ashish Jha, head of the White 
House COVID Task Force, said last week that 
“your protection against an XBB.1.5. infection is 
not that great” if you had a COVID-19 infection 
before July 2022 or your last vaccine was before 
the recent bivalent update in September. “We will 
soon have more data on how well vaccines neu-
tralize XBB.1.5,” Jha tweeted. “But right now, for 
folks without a very recent infection or a bivalent 
vaccine, you likely have very little protection 
against infection.”

COVID-19 transmission is considered “high” 
across most of the U.S., according to CDC data. 
But under the agency’s “community level” guid-
ance, which diverges from transmission levels, 
Americans in just under 14% of counties should 
be masking while indoors.

WHO, on the other hand, amended its masking 
guidance this week to recommend that everyone 
wear masks in crowded spaces “irrespective of the 
local epidemiological situation, given the current 
spread of the COVID-19 globally.”

It seems the choice is yours. Against a virus 
variant that doesn’t seem to care about your vac-
cine status, is it time to consider keeping a mask 
handy again and wearing it in crowded spaces?

A little good news: According to CDC, 
XBB.1.5 is the only COVID strain that is increas-
ing in the U.S.

As the weather improves here in our little piece of paradise, we can also be relieved 
just a bit that a tiny glimmer of relief is also arriving for those living through the hell of 
bullets and bombs or tornados and fl oods. If you are reading and have been aff ected or 
have loved ones being aff ected, please know you are not alone and prayers are being sent.

Anyone driving to Orlando via Highway 50 has seen the many toothed alligator staring 
out at us as we passed and probably thought you would like to stop in someday. As with 
many other structures throughout central Florida, the concrete reptile has suff ered damage 
and is in the midst of extensive dental work, but is still very impressive.

Like everything else in the park, the lobby is all old Florida and exhibits of turtles, 
snakes and beautiful birds lining the walls, and a huge stuff ed alligator welcomes you to 
the little café.

Exiting onto the concrete path, there is something to absorb and enjoy at every turn. 
There are those among us who do not appreciate the aroma of sulfa water emerging natu-
rally in the springs, but this is real Florida.

Following the path past the alligator compound, you can’t help but be amazed at the 
size of these dinosaur cousins. What amazes me even more is the fact that there are twins 
to the ones sleepily staring at us as we pass in the waters we drive past every day. The 
professionals working with the alligators for the show Jumping Gator Jamboree are most 
entertaining, but also educational. They make it easy to understand how the gators can 
use their massive tail to push themselves out of the water to grab an unsuspecting bird 
right off  a tree branch.

The Florida panther is the most beautiful I’ve seen. Well fed and groomed, she seemed 
happy to observe us with a short tail fl ick from her high perch as we fi led past, just as a 
regular house cat would, except this kitty has four to six-inch claws.

Following the path with a stop to marvel at the huge tortoises, we climbed the old 
wooden bridge to the Indian village. There is a display of hunting and everyday artifacts, 
but the shows have been temporarily stopped.

Several wooden boardwalks through the fl ora and fauna are well maintained and high 
enough that the only alligator sightings you’ll have will be from above. Birds and other 
creatures abound and there’s the remains of a sort of fort and a photo opportunity. Clean, 
odor-free compounds of alligators in various stages of growth line up across from wolf, 
deer, the biggest and busiest raccoon ever and more.

The guide doing the critter show, Kaitlyn, was again very knowledgeable, entertaining 
and educational, taking time to answer any and all questions as she explained where the 
creature she was holding lived and what they ate. Patiently circling the area, Kaitlyn made 
sure everyone who cared to had a chance to hold or pet any of the animals they chose. I 
have to admit I missed a large part because I was tuned in to a couple of pre-teen boys 

(brothers?) encouraging/goading each other to hold the Ball 
Python long enough that the little girl sitting in front of them 
reached out for the snake. I also have to admit to a silent, 
“You go, girl!”

The Jungle Swamp Queen boat ride took us around bends 
and into the ‘proposal’ lagoon, where lady alligators put their 
beaus through pretty rigorous physical testing before they 
are deemed worthy. Realizing we were sitting just inches 
above the water, just feet from these monsters, gave my non-
Floridian sister the vapors, resulting in unabashed giggling 
from yours truly. Exiting the boat ride, we sadly learned the 
bear is no longer with us after a thirty-year run and the guide 
did not know if a decision had been made to acquire another.

Admission for adults is $23.95, children 3 to 11 is $15.95, 
Senior admission is $19.95. There are substantial discounts 
for fi rst responders and military, and also specials for Florida 
residents throughout the year.

On January 12, 2023 a 
meeting was held for the Ca-
naveral Groves Homeowners 
Association. A Deputy from 
Brevard County Sheriff s Offi  ce 

informed the group of what has been going on 
over the last three months in the Groves. There 
have been a number of disturbance calls and traf-
fi c complaints. We have one of the quietest areas 
in Brevard County as far as the number of calls.

He mentioned about the speeding and other 
traffi  c infractions in the area. He advised everyone 
to call in when a traffi  c infraction is seen. If pos-
sible, get the tag number or a good description of 
the vehicle then call it in to the non-emergency 
number. Even if they are not able to respond at 
the time, the time and date of the complaint is 
logged. This gives them an approximate time of 
when most violations happen and they can readjust 
their patrol schedules and increase their patrols in 
those time periods. 

Brevard County Fire has run on a number of 
medical calls and traffi  c accidents in the area. 
PLEASE get out of their way when they are re-
sponding to an emergency. It is a state law. 

They have also assisted with structure and 
commercial fi res outside the area. Remember 
to be careful with fi re due to the dry and winter 
conditions. 

At the meeting, it was discussed about the 
membership and lack of participation at the meet-
ings. There are over 500 homes in Canaveral 
Groves and it is a shame to see that only a very few 
residents show up. Canaveral Groves Homeown-
ers Association is not your typical HOA. We do 
not enforce any violations and have no enforce-
ment capabilities. Brevard County Code Enforce-
ment is the one that handles all the complaints and 
enforcement. The HOA does not get involved. 

It seems the only time a large group shows up 
is when something aff ects them personally and 
then they are not seen again. This community 
group (HOA) is here to help and bring spirit to 
the community. 

It was also brought up about fi nances. In the 
last few years, we have not sold pecans or Vidalia 
onions due to the lack of participants. Therefore, 
the only income we have are the dues ($15 per 
year) which are currently now due. This is our 
only way to continue with operational expenses. 
No one in the organization receives any income 
for their participation in the HOA, they are all 
volunteers. 

There was an election of offi  cers for 2023 and 
all board members maintained their positions.

The next meeting will be held on the second 
Thursday in June, (8th), or as needed. This was 
voted upon and passed at the meeting.
